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Future Classics- Snetterton 17 " October 2010

A bright and crisp autumnal morning greeted the Future Classic competitors on Sunday
morning for their double header day at Snetterton.

Qualifying for the first of the days 2 races saw an interesting array of cars dominated by the
Porsche marque however a handful of “ Muscle Cars “ were to dominate the front row of
the grid when the 30 minute session drew to a close with the Chevrolet Camaro taking pole
with the Cann brothers Aston Martin Vantage quite ironically trailing be a mere .007 sec-
onds ! (trust me it's a fact ). Usual pole sitter Nick Olson relegated to the second row with
the 944 turbo S of Mark Koeberle sitting alongside. Row 3 saw another brace of Porsches ,
those of Cieran Brewer & Rob Hollyman , just ahead of the rumbling V8’s of Martyn Adams
TR7& and the Morgan of Paul Conway & Ed Mercer .

A total of 33 cars qualified with the BMW 1600ti of Cornwallis & Hunting & the Davrian Mk1
of Jon Jeffrey & Broadley on the back row, their normal Mk8 being rested for this round.

Race 1

Although it is not possible to see the start line at Snetterton over the pit wall , it was cer-
tainly possible to feel the start as the growling Porches and thundering V8's left the line for
the first of what was to be a 29 lap thriller.

Unfortunately the Morgan of Paul Conway bogged down on the line as the rest of the field
pulled away , and the end of lap 1 saw him 4™ car from the back of the grid, but his misfor-
tune was to add to the spectacle of the race as over the next 40 mins give or take a minute
for his pit stop he scythed his way back up the pack to finish on the podium in 3" slot .For
the first part of the race the thundering Aston Martin of the Cann brothers with Rikki at the
wheel, led with the Camaro of John Shoesmith & Ray Barrow some 8 secs plus in ar-
rears.

With 6 crews having to endure a success penalty pit stop the second half of the race had a
slightly different look to it .

However a slicker pit stop and traffic helped the Camaro triumph as the checkered flag fell
with the Aston some 27 secs adrift. Paul Conway 3", George Mutteen in his 944 S2 from
row 7 in 4™ and Cieran Brewer in his 964 completed the top 5.




Race 2

The grid for race 2 being decided by the finishing positions in race 1 would normally have
seen the hard charging Morgan from the previous race sitting comfortably on the second
row, however due to the late decision of Paul & Ed to elect to drive each race separately
the MSA rules meant that Ed had to start from the back row of the grid as it was deemed he
did not qualify for the race. We all learn something new and fortunately Ed was smiling at
the end of the day.

Once again the feel of the start was brilliant as the sun started to set and the low sun along
Senna and into Riches was to cause a few problems towards the end of the race. Having
wiped the slate clean as far as success penalties were concerned for this race it was a
straight fight to the flag .

The Aston of Jo & Rikki Cann led up until Lap 16 when both they and the Camaro pitted ,
however by lap 19 they had the Aston biting at the heels of Nick Olson in the pristine white
Esprit and by 21 they were back into the lead right up to the flag on lap 29 . Nothing should
be taken away from the Camaro boys however as the shadowed the Canns for the remain-
der of the race.

The top 5 was the Cann Aston , with the Camaro 4.5 secs behind and Nick Olson’s Esprit a

further 12 secs behind taking the final step on the podium, the remaining 2 places occupied

by Martyn Adams TR7 V8 & a very creditable and in his own admission enjoyable drive from
the back row of the grid by Ed Mercer in the Morgan V8..

Some exiting racing from the entire field of Future Classics, but some dodgy footwear to be
seen ! ( Look out next time the Camaro is about )

Future Classics — Donington 31 ' October

You couldn’t really say Sunday morning had the early mists of Autumn, no it was just
miserable and foggy, but fortunately as the morning wore on the fog started to lift a
little, but that set the tone and temperature for the rest of the day.

32 cars took the first qualifying session of the day, the track damp and slightly greasy
from the previous days meeting.

However with the usual suspects trying to find the driest of lines it was Marcus Car-
niel who found the quickest one with a very respectable putting him in pole position
with a 1:20:708 over half a second quicker than this year’s fast “Rookie” Mark Koe-
berle.

It was a Porsche front 2 rows with the Sierra Cosworth of Watson & Scott on Row 3
alongside the 5.3 litre Aston of the brothers Cann. Nick Olson was sat alongside
Tony Maryon on row 4 . Further down the grid the trio of Marcos 1800 GT’s piloted by
Charles Allison, Peter Thompson & Phillip Nelson , qualified in 11", 12" & 15" re-
spectively .

With a relatively early race start of 12.30 the cars lined up for what turned out to be a
29 lap

Pole man Carniel battled for the top slot throughout the race but after his pit stop on
lap 15 the car began to sound slightly off song before eventually retiring on lap 20 to
leave Koeberle to chase Nick Olson for the remaining laps to the flag a mere 3.9
secs down on the more experienced man as they crossed the line .
