Chairman’s Report –21 st Nov 2010. 

 
Mr President,  Ladies and Gentlemen, I would like to summarise my view of 2010. 

 

At the AGM last year,  the message we gave was one of caution and consolidation, however I am very 
pleased to say that not only did we manage to hold our position as one of the most dynamic and friendly 
clubs to race with, we made significant progress 

 

During the 2010 Season our 4 main Series, Swinging Sixties, TinTops , Future Classics & Magnificent Sev-
ens continued to have , in the main excellent support from Competitors , we were also pleased to launch at 
Autosports in January , Classic K, which whilst not adopting our usual approach to minimal regulations has 
been a success with potential for more growth in 2011.  

 

In addition to our domestic calendar, the Club once again ventured into Europe both to the Nurburgring & 
Spa this  move again being well supported . 

 

We were also very fortunate to be offered, very late in the year , an opportunity to race at the now re-opened 
Donington Park and I can honestly say that the retention of this venue for the use of Competitors, on 2 & 4 
wheels,  National and International is a relief, and a pleasant change from the domination of UK track own-
ership by MSV . 

 

Donington was a fitting finale to the Season helped by the social gathering at the hog roast , for Competitors, 
Marshals and supporters but it also gave us an opportunity to try, albeit nervously , to put on a night race.  I 
am pleased to say it was a resounding success, and thanks must go not only to Club officials, Marshals but 
also Competitors who put their trust in the Club’s capabilities to organise such a meeting.  

 As I said earlier ,at the last AGM,  that this would be a year to consolidate our position and that is what we 
have done, however we have also progressed, by not only improving on the average numbers of entries per 
meeting per Series and an average of 217 entries per race meeting,and taken the overall Club membership to 
in excess of 840 members, an increase of over 290 this year but we have also widened the appeal of the Club 
to other Competitors by the introduction of Classic K . 

 

Even though our entries are very strong we cannot be complacent as we face constant competition from other 
Clubs and as MSV have recently shown , others like to copy our successful formats, with their TT  copy ! but 
we intend to continue to reflect what you , the Competitors want from the Club & the Series we run. 

 

To this end we will soon be announcing another opportunity for Competitors with cars from German manu-
facturers and this will be officially launched at the NEC in January although I believe that further details will 
be given in the Drivers meeting later this morning  

 

 

Off the track we have also made significant progress with the office now firmly established in Masons 
Wharf , giving the Club officials , not only a much better working environment but also an investment for the 
future.  

 

In addition the purchase and installation of bespoke software to simplify the entire race entry process has 
been operating throughout the season ,with further enhancements for 2011.  

 



 

Finally on the investment front, you cannot have failed to notice the fact that we now have our own Course 
Car , and mobile advertising hoarding.   

 

I would like to take this opportunity of thanking not only our officers of the Club, Richard Culverhouse, 
Hugo, Richard Wos, Ros & Robert but also the Committee who give up their time to keep this Club focus-
sed , travelling some considerable miles to meet up every 6 weeks or so to represent you . I look forward to 
welcoming them back onto the Committee for 2011 together with any new members who may wish to be 
nominated from the floor this morning. 

 

The Clubs’  Classic Lines magazine has unfortunately only appeared intermittently throughout the year but I 
an sure you would agree that when it has appeared it has been worthwhile, and now with the new Editor in 
place, Chelsea Levers, it is hoped that we can continue to provide you with up to date reports and informa-
tion.  

 

On the web, our own site has made significant progress throughout the year, the facts of which never cease to 
amaze us at our Committee meetings where Nigel, provides us with statistics which show that the interest in 
what we as a Club are doing, attracts somewhere in the region of  3500 hits per month.    

 

Finally  thanks must go to the Series Co-ordinators , Richard Wos, Stuart Levers, Nigel Gibbins & Peter 
French, but I would also like to take the opportunity to appeal for help at Race meetings. Even half an hour 
can make a difference , so if you or anyone who comes to the race meetings with you has the time or inclina-
tion to want to help it will be very gratefully received . 

 

There is one last thing before I finish and that is to advise you that I have informed the Committee that it is 
my intention to stand down as Chairman later this year, however I still wish to remain on the Committee and 
help the Club in any way that I can.

Class Structure: 

Class A For cars fitted with engines up to 1750cc with a power limit of 140 bhp. 

Class B For cars from 1751cc to 1800cc, 2000 cc Durotec R 300's and naturally aspirated bike engines up to 
1399 cc. 

Class C For cars fitted with 2000 cc Durotec engines C 400's ( 220 bhp ) 

Class D For 1801cc to 1900cc Rover K-series, 2300 cc Durotec and 2000cc Vauxhall's and 1400cc to 
1600cc naturally aspirated bike engines. 

Class E For cars fitted with engines from 1600cc to 1800 cc with a power output of 141 to 185 bhp. This 
includes the early 1800 Rover Kseries 

engines fitted with throttle bodies and the original RoverSport engine management system. 

Class F For Westfields, 1800 cc to 2000 cc running on nominated control tyre ( Toyo Proxes R 888 ) and a 
regulated power output. Those 

Westfield competitors who wish to race on a choice of 1A or 1B tyres with unregulated power output will be 
placed in the appropriate class for their power output. 

Class G For Cars that cannot be classified in any of the above classes

HANS Devices. 
 (Do you have one, or are you considering one?) 

 
Over the years we have been very fortunate to get the benefit of vastly improved safety equipment. 
Seats, harnesses, race-suits, helmets, (as well as the cars themselves), have improved immensely. 
The most recent items to have become readily available are HANS (Head and Neck Support) de-
vices.  

Whilst serious injuries or fatalities are very rare in British motorsports, make no mistake, they do 
happen. In my 34 years of racing I have witnessed 3 fatalities, and that is a very sobering experi-
ence. Now I’m not saying these could have been avoided by the unfortunate drivers wearing a 
HANS device, but my line on this is to use every safety device available. When I carry our licence 
courses or race training I try to make the point that cheap helmets, suits etc. may seem like a bar-
gain at the time, but when you’re heading for the Armco at 100+ MPH, or sitting in a burning car, 
it’s too late to wish you’d spent more money on safety equipment.  

When I chose to start wearing a HANS device I discussed the pros & cons with several drivers who 
had been using them (in many series such as BTCC, Formula 3, Formula Renault Etc. they are 
compulsory), there was a mixed reaction. A few found them bulky and uncomfortable, whilst most 
said they didn’t even notice they were wearing them. One thing everybody agreed on was that they 
did offer a greater chance of you not getting a neck injury in an accident.  

From my perspective I can only say that I have not noticed any discomfort in using HANS. There 
is a very small limitation to the amount you usually move your head, and certainly getting strapped 
in takes slightly longer to ensure the shoulder straps go over the HANS frame correctly. That apart 
there is no other difference to not wearing one.  

One point I would like to make is that I know several of you wear foam type neck supports. Now I 
am no expert in this, but I have been told by a specialist in neck injuries to be aware that these de-
vices are designed for use in Karts, where you are not strapped in. In some instances their use in 
cars could actually make any neck injury worse because of the way they “lever” your head in the 
course of an accident. I have no way of knowing if this is true or not, or if the use of a foam type 
neck support increases or decreases the potential injury in an accident. It is just a point worth men-
tioning. 

There is no doubt however that a HANS device, whilst costly (the FIA approved device, together 
with the helmet posts will cost around £700-£800, whilst the clubmans sport will be around £400-
£500 with helmet posts), is the only properly designed item to restrain your neck in a big accident. 

If you decide to go the HANS device route make sure you get the correct angle one (there are dif-
ferent angles for saloons, sports and single seaters), and make sure that whoever puts the posts into 
the helmets inserts them correctly, (we have seen a couple of home-done botched efforts!) There 
are also now HANS compatible harnesses, with 2” shoulder straps to fit more snugly over the 
HANS device. 

HANS devices may not suit everyone, but I would recommend that you give them some thought; I 
certainly wouldn’t race without one now!

Explanation of Motorsport Insurance  
 
When asked by clients “should I insure my race car?”or “what would you do?”, I always advise them that it 
has to be a purely personal decision and that I wouldn’t ever attempt to ‘persuade” someone to insure.  MMC 
will, however, always give you the facts & figures to enable you to make this informed decision – but we do 
realise that budget (or lack of!) will always play a part. 
I was always told that there are only two motivating factors to buying things in life – either for pleasure, or to 
prevent pain.  Unfortunately, Motorsport Insurance is very definitely the latter! 
 
MMC deal with two main types of Motorsport Insurance; On track (Accident/Fire Damage) cover and Stor-
age & Transit – with the former making up the vast majority of our business. 
 
Motorsport Insurance is currently not compulsory in the UK, and obviously the Road Traffic Act doesn’t 
apply once you exit the Assembly Area, and therefore, no 3rd Party Liability exists on a race track if you are 
involved in an accident with another car (e.g. you can’t claim off the other driver’s insurance) – even if you 
are totally blameless - hence the need for On Track Insurance. 
 
Drivers often say to me “I don’t need insurance, I’m an excellent driver”, which may well be the case.  But 
as I point out, it’s the other drivers you are insuring against. 
 
This On Track insurance provides Accidental Crash Damage & Fire cover (usually any cause) to competition 
vehicles whilst: 
 

Racing 
Testing 
Practising,  or 
On a Track day 

 
And cover can be arranged for (depending on cost): 
 

Any level of Sum Insured (from as little as £1000 up to the full value of the car) 
The rolling chassis / shell 
Engine & gearbox 
Top-up Fire cover,  or 
General and/or Specialist labour. 

 
Typical costs in 2010: 
 
Annual policy to cover a typical car running in all TT / FC / Mag7 / SS etc races 
Sum Insured  £12,000 
Excess  £  1,500 
Premium £  3,000 + tax/fee 
Covers (any) Friday testing, Qualifying & Races 
 
Race weekend only (2 examples) 
Sum Insured £  3,000 
Excess  £     500 
Premium £     120 + tax/fee 
 
Sum Insured £  7,500 
Excess  £  1,000 
Premium £     300 + tax/fee

If budgets allow, and you know you are going to commit to a full season racing; MMC would always rec-
ommend insuring on an Annual basis. 
 
 
Storage & Transit is an annual policy designed to provide accidental damage, fire and theft cover for: 
 

Race cars 
Spares / wheels 
Tools 
Trailers 
General team equipment (Quad bike etc) 
Data logging & Timing Equipment 

 
And cars and equipment are covered whilst: 
 

Within a workshop / commercial property 
At home (in a garage) 
In transit to and from a race meeting 
Temporarily stored whilst in transit 
At a race venue 

 
This is a relatively cheap form of insurance, and gives you complete peace of mind for all your racing cars 
& equipment at a very reasonable cost.  A race car worth £10,000, which is stored together with a Brian 
James type trailer worth £1,500 and Spares & Tools valued at £1,000 would cost around £130 + ipt/fee for 
the year to insure (UK & European cover). 
 
MMC do always recommend this insurance to their clients; but please note that anyone keeping their cars 
with Specialist Preparation Garages and/or Motor Traders, should already have this cover under the 3rd 
Party’s Commercial Insurance policy (but do always check it covers your vehicle for Storage AND Tran-
sit) – so don’t insure twice! 
 
 
 
The Claims process for On Track incidents is very smooth; and if the worse was to happen then you 
would always contact MMC in the first instance; who would then log the claim with Insurers immediately.  
The requirements to process the claim are: 
 

Clerk of the Course Statement  (they are used to providing these & they can be obtained by email once 
back home) 

Drivers Statement 
Photo’s of the damaged parts (don’t throw any away) 
Proof of ownership 
Invoice of parts / labour�
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As well as sponsoring the CSCC Tin Top Series in 2010, MMC have also sponsored the Alfa Romeo Cham-
pionship, the GT Cup Championship and the Britcar 24 Hours this year.  In addition, we have strong links in 
Italy, and insure a number of F430’s in the Italian Ferrari Challenge. 
MMC insure everything from Karting to GP2 (where teams will pay towards £200,000 per car for the season 
for their insurance), and everything with a roof from Ginetta Juniors to FIA GT cars (again where teams will 
pay £40,000 per car for a £100,000 of cover for the season). 
 
MMC have committed to race with the CSCC again in 2011, purchasing the ex-Simon Baker Championship 
winning Honda CRX for a full programme in both Future Classics and Tin Tops - the Alfa 33 being saved 
for Spa!
