When stopping in the Pit Lane, cars will remain parallel to the pit lane.

A wheel/tyre change will only be permitted during a race if it is to replace a damaged wheel/tyre.

For those in the pit lane during night sessions it is highly recommended to wear high visibility and/or light
coloured clothing and to avoid crossing to or from the pit wall, once the session has begun.

Noperson under the age of 16 is allowed in the pit lane. No smoking or vaping aefueting may take placq
in the pit lane and the riding of motorcycles is forbidden. The Penalty Box is in front of race control.
